TURNING LEAF EXPANDS INTO MUSKEGON
COUNTY

On October 1%, 2009 Turning Leaf began operating
a residential treatment facility in Muskegon,
Michigan. The home, called Northridge, is licensed
to house seven consumers and focuses on serving
persons living with Persistent Mental lliness.
Consumers living at Northridge are functioning at
levels 3 (Home Care) and 4 (Community Skills)
along the Turning Leaf Skill Building continuum.
The consumers in the Home Care group are
working on skills such as meal planning and
preparation, household up keep, and clothing care.
In the Community Skills group the consumers are
working on skills such as navigating public
transportation, identifying natural supports and
communy based leisure.
